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About the song:
I used this for preservice music once.  It might have the best message of anything I have written.  We can do nothing without God.  To Him be the glory!

I don’t know if it would do well as a corporate worship song or not – I suspect not.

The odd chords on the chorus don’t mean what that notation probably means in the real music world.  I don’t play a real C to begin with – I play just the bottom strings with my index finger on the first fret of the second (B) string.  The C+, then, is just my index finger across the fret on the bottom TWO strings.  A C++ is with my index finger on the same spot and my pinky on the first string, second fret.
